The Hidden Water Passage

I've been plagued by my TC running hot ever since | restd and, while going through the archives | found ar
email from David Edgar on the subject of overheatingvimich he said there was a big revelation about 10-1
years ago concerning a 3/16" diameter passage drilled betndfdhe freeze plugs. The hole is directed dowr
and aft which allows the water to flow to the backd block to increase cooling in that area. Apparentr
the years the small hole plugs up and the water flow stigysn Seim mentioned in this same thread that late
engines had this hole drilled in both core openings. Adie was either for cavitation purposes, or the fgctor
found that one hole was not sufficient should it becpmgged.

| emailed John and asked if he could guide me in finding andrgpthese passages. He provided the following:
Remove the two small core plugs on the carburetteraditiee engine, in the raised casting area. Therehage t
plugs above these two, in the block, and two belowdlsed area, in the block.

The rear plug should have a 1/4" - 9/32" hole, in the badiotmoportion of the casting, extending downward at
45 degree angle. Use a punch, nail, or other probing devloedte this hole.

In the top left photo you can just sded{s Note: | don't think you can, as | think I've lost some clgnvhen
importing the photo) the outline of the hole near wdtears to be the center of the freeze plug area.srars i
illusion caused by the photograph — the actual hole idgddda the bottom of the casting as can be seenevy tf
photo where it has been drilled out to 9/32". The top pdiatto shows the hole after a small round file has bee
pushed through it to open it up.



Once located you can then use a drill to clean outdlee fihe photo shows the true location of the hotelraw
it looks when it's been drilled out to 9/32".

Duplicate this hole in the forward core plug. Angle thdl down 45 degrees. Don't worry about going too far,
you will find it tough going until you pass into the inndvdk water jacket. Then you can stop.

John also provided the following in regard to installireyvrnfreeze plugs and other hints to reduce overheatir
problems:

Make sure that the seating surface for the core plugtisUlse Permatex #1 or 1B, along with the core plug.
used two ball peen hammers. One, about the correcobite core plug. The second, to hammer against tr
other hammer, held hard against the core plug. Do nat drisee the center of the plug. | have since made
hammering piece, to hold against the core plug. Thidghtlsl smaller than the seating area for the core plug
(NOTE: a 1 1/16" socket will also work).

When all is done, you should be running at most 70° C. &dyruns 142-156 degrees F, in Southern California
You also might want to look at the distributor. Thersupposed to be a phenolic washer between the drive ge
and the housing. Total end play .006"-.009". Too much play, lEndlistributor retards as the engine revs. The
gear moves up the cam gear, thus retarding the spark. Yotwaghto remove the water pump, and run a coa
hanger along the left side of the engine (side oppositedhe plugs). You should be able to run a coat hange
through the water pump opening, all the way to the batkeoblock. This will clear a blockage that you can't ge
to otherwise. Hope this helps.

TC Rear Axle Oil Leaks —

Recommended Upgrade and Solution
Recently | have had numerous requests for
assistance in solving an age old problem with the
TC. This problem is the rear axle oil leak that
causing the rear brakes to become soaked with oil.
Symptoms are simple. Braking becomes
noticeably substandard or visible oil on the brake
drums or backing plates. There are a multitude of
factors that may be the root cause for this.
Therefore, it is important to review these factars t
understand the best solution.

First, the original method of keeping oil inside the

axle housing was by using a bronze bushing
(installed at each end of the axle housing) that the
rear axle shaft spun inside of. This bushing had
grooves in it that were reverse to direction of

rotation to send oil back to the inside of the axle

housing. If these bushing are worn out, simple
replacement may not be the fix. Their failure may

be caused by a poor setup in the rear axle hub
assembly.

This problem was first identified by Mike Sherrell
in “TC’s Forever”, pages 106 & 107. Mike’s
premise was that the key reason for failure was
poor axle hub set-up. A poor setup could allow
the bearing to “float” within the bearing housing
and thus causing the axle shaft to flex and
accelerate the wear in the bronze bushing and
ultimate oil leakage. He advocated the need to
check gap clearance between hub and bearing
housing during assembly and to install “special
shims” if necessary to secure the rear bearing.
Mike was certainly on target with his analysis.
However, there is now a 2nd generation of
improvements available that can upgrade your rear
axle setup and offer a long term solution.

If you find you have a leak or are simply
performing the recommended 10,000 mile
lubrication of the rear hubs, it is suggested that you
consider the following changes to upgrade your car
and to correct or prevent this inevitable problem.

Oil slinger — Don't waste your time or
money replacing this item, as there is a
better solution.

Replace the existing “tabbed or castle type
headed” axle nuts with new “hex head”
nuts that have a modern lip seal
incorporated in them. You will never have
to use a cold chisel again to remove these
nuts. Instead you will use a 2” socket and
torque wrench.

Replace the original bearings that require
periodic greasing or repack, with modern
sealed bearings. If you read the “TC

Brown Book”, pg 16, it cautions you to not

over lubricate the bearing because of the
possibility of surplus grease migrating to

inside the brake drums. Sealed bearings
eliminate this problem and the need for
future repacking.

Install a speedi sleeve on the axle against
the back of the hub to cover any exposed
splines. This is to provide a new smooth
surface for the new modern lip seal to ride
on.

Install “special shims” (as recommended by
Mike Sherrell) to ensure the rear hub
assembly is set up correctly.

Although, this is a short primer to highlight a
problem and offer a solution, there is much more
technical information needed if you find that you
want to pursue this upgrade to your car. This can
be found atwww.fromtheframeup.conand look
under “Tech Tips” / CH108 Rear Axle Upgrade.
There you will find a very detailed cook book style
set of instructions on how to complete the
conversion. To make it even simpler, From The
From Up has sourced all of the necessary items and
has packaged a complete kit (item # CH108) to
include: sealed bearings, hex nuts with modern
seals, speedi sleeves, and specials shims. It is not a
complicated process. With basics tools, the
conversion kit and detailed instructions anyone
should be able to complete this as a weekend
event.
